Cooking Oil, Motor Oil, Anti-freeze: Please place back in original container and hand to a Convenience Center
site monitor, scale house operator at the landfill, or call (910)989-2107 for more info. (FREE)

Wood Pallets and UNTREATED Lumber: Pallet Recycling Station at the Landfill location.
